1 December, I cataloged the home page for the Southeastern Biological
Science Center (OCLC £33853713). Today, while checking the link to that
page. I discovered that the Center had changed 1ts name mn 1996 to
Florida and Caribbean Science Center, and were I to catalog this site
today it would have a different title, subject headings, added entry,

efc. The address for the site has not changed.

I'd appreciate gome advice on how other libraries are dealing with
changes like this. Since the web site with the old title no longer

exists, [ can't just create a new record in OCLC. And this isn't quite

the same as, for example, a multivolume set in which the title changes
from the first volume(s) of the set to something different on later
volutnes (becange the original title no longer exists anywhere on the
web, except perhaps in some web indexing resources).

So, what do you think I should do about this? Should I change the title
(245 field) on the OCLC record and make a note (perhaps in 246)
explaining what the previous title was? Do I leave the old title

alone and make a 246 note for the new title? Should I delete subject
alone and make a 246 note for the new title? Should I delete subject
headings and added entries for the old name of the Center and replace
them with the new name, or ghould I just add additional entry points for
the new name?

By looking af the OCLC record and then comparing the original description
to what appears on the current incarnation of the web site
(http://www.nfrcg.gov/) you can get an 1dea of the changes that I should
account for.

I would appreciate any and all thoughts about this, particularly any
general principles that we could develop that would apply to other
gimilar cagey.

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Catalogacion de documentos en linea

Uno de los problemas mas grandes para la catalogacion de
los archivos para computadora es el constante cambio y
desarrollo de los medios de almaoenamiento de estos
documentos. En el momento que uno considera que tiene la
ultima informacion para el procesamiento de esos materiales,
‘nuevos desarrollos hacen esa terminologia obsoleta. Un ejemplo
es la multimedia interactiva que esta disponible en INTERNET.

Nancy Olson asesora de la Oficina de Programas
bibliotecoldgicos de Estados Unidos, editod el documento titulado
CATALOGING INTERNET RESOURCES : A Manual and
Practical Guide en 1995 y lo puso en INTERNET, para que
cualquier ciudadano del ciberespacio tenga acceso a ¢l. Es un
manual sobre el Capitulo 9: Archivos para computadora de las
Reglas de Catalogacion Angloamericanas, segunda edicion
revisada. Cabe destacar que este es el capitulo mas modificado y
actualizado de la RCAA2. Obviamente, debe ser asi, por los
acelerados cambios de la época en esta area.

La doctora Olson destaca tres razones para procesar los
recursos accesados mediante INTERNET:

1. Hay una gran cantidad de valor en la informacion
disponible en INTERNET.

2. Hay recursos que necesitan ser organizados para su
disponibilidad.

3. Usar las técnicas y los procedimientos bibliotecologicos
existentes y la creacidn de registros para su recuperacion
mediante los catalogos existentes en linea es el método mas
eficiente.

También Thomas Place y Cherry Taylor de la Universidad
de Tilburg, en Holanda, acaban de dictar una ponencia titulada
Cataloging Online Resources.

Fn esta conferencia hacen mencion a tres tipos de
Jdocumentos de las redes que deben ser procesados:

1. l.os articulos en linea

Aqui se refiere a los publicadores como el Elsevier,
Academic Press v Kluiver que proveen tablas de contenido de
revistas en forma electronica, donde el texto completo esta
acompafiado por lo que se ha denominado meta-informacion
(encabezamientos SGMI., archivos de tablas de contenido).

2. Archivos grises

Segun los autores citados estos archivos consisten en un
conjunto de informes de investigaciones locales que se archivan
en el servidor de cada biblioteca. Estos informes (impresos y
digitalizados) son descritos en la base de datos o catalogo de la
biblioteca.

3. Recursos en INTERNET

Los autores Place, Taylor y Olson sefialan que existe una
gran discusidon sobre la  catalogacidon de los recursos en
INTERNET. Cuestionan si las fuentes de informacion electronioa
son diferentes a las manuales. Segun los autores, estrictamente
hablando, no.

Los especialistas de la Universidad de Tilburg argumentan
que lo que ¢l catalogador va a deseribir son las monografias, o las
publicaciones periddicas, no los “Websites”. Uno de los
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problemas que presenta el procesamiento de estas monografias es
la dificultad de distinguir un titulo propiamente dicho; pero hay
técnicas para resolver esa dificultad.

Otro punto que analizaron fue el ingreso en su servidor s6lo
de los documentos que ellos mismos producian, y no mantener

ahi, la informacion de “Websites” endogenos.

La seleccion de los recursos en linea

Un problema serio en INTERNET es la estabilidad y
confiabilidad de la informacién que ahi trasiega. Esta sufre
cambios constantes que pueden ser no significativos dando origen
a diferentes versiones, o, pueden ser cambios tan dramaticos que
suplantan la version anterior.

Debe enfatizarse que cuando en una biblioteca se desea
“adquirir” algun recurso INTERNET, debe seguirse el mismo
tramite de control de calidad que se le da a la seleccion de un
documento impreso.
